A 'flying saucer! as large as the French supersonic plane 'Concorde’
was observed over Gribskov at Kegerup by an engineer from Naerum and
his fiancee. The sighting was reported in to Scandinavian UFO Infor-
mation. This 'flying saucer' was apparently of a different sort from
those 5 types which are normally reported, and the organization is
therefore interested in information from others who think that they
have seen the same thing that the Nserum engineer saw.

Engineer J. Nielsen and his flancee were on the road from Hel-
singe to Hiller¢d on Sunday the 5th at 10:30 PM when, a few km short
of Kagerup, they noticed 3 or 4 four-edged lights in the SE direction
The distance between the outermost lights was measured ss about 6-7
cm at arm's length, according to englineer Nielsen. Measured in the
same way, the lights measured sbout 3 cm by 3 cm. They shone very
intensely like 'helium lamps'. Immediately before the woods, the
couple stopped-- "But then we couldn't see the object for the trees.
However, we could hear a sound from the direction where the object mu
have been. It sounded somewhat like a centrifugal compressor, but
with & deeper tone."

The couple tried to drive on to a better observation point
about 5 km farther into the woods, but when they reached it the ob-
Ject hed disappeared. Meanwhile, during the drive, the couple had
had opportunity to observe the object, as they are completely sure
that it stood still in the air. They came s6 close to it that they ,
are able to describe 1t and to make a drawing of it. Engineer Nielsen
states: "It was as big as the Concorde, which I had previously seen
in France. Apparently, the lights we saw pointed horizontally. It
had sort of wings snd a pointed 'snout!, which was most nearly
brownish. The rest of the object was grayish."

Peter Alf Hansen, of Scandinavlian UFO Information, explains that
on the seme evening a low-flying plene with lighted landing lights
was reportedly seen over the area. "It is rare that UFO's of those
types have -'wings', but on the other hand this object did not behave
like an airplane," he says. ' ;

Long Way Out
‘Ginzburg said there’ is
little chance of life close to
earth and suggested a pos-
sible distance in space of

- 100 light-years. A light-
- year is the distance that

light travels in a year or
5.8 trillion miles.

Anthony Hewish of
Cambridge University
said: "It would be statisti-
cally very strange if we
were the only mtelhgent
life in the galaxy."

But Hewish, who dis-
covered space signals in
1967 that he first believed
might be from intelligent
beings, said the effort out-
lined by Ginzburg would
be "stupid at the moment."

"It would involve a large
expenditure of money
with a small chance of re-
sult," Hewish said. "It
would not be science and I
don't foresee it happen-
ing."

Hewish and Ginzhurg
talked with newsmen at
the 14th triennial general
assembly of the Interna-
tional Astronomical
Union. It has brought 1.-
800 scientists from 43
countries to Brighton.

Pulsar Signals

A team led by Hewish
was the first to hear sig-
nals from pulsars—Small
stars that emit regular ra-
dio pulses. The discovery
of these mysterious rotat-
ing stars is among the
most important recent ad-
vances in exploration of
space.

The hest-known pulsar
is in the Crab Nebula, 5,-
000 light-years from earth.
It is only 12 miles across
but emits more radiation
than the sun.

Hewish said pulsar
material is so dense that a
lump the size of a sugar
cube would weigh more
than 100 million tons.

The 45-year-old piysicist
said he Lept his diszovery
secret for three weeks late
in 1967 until he had satis- :
fied himself that pulsar
signals did not com= from
"little green men" on &an-
other planet.

If he had announced his
findings before that possi-
bility was ruled out, he
said, Cambridge "would
have been invaded by hor-
ses of newsmen and
science would have gone
out the window."
